Rules & Regulations
Class Specifications
All classes designated VHSA or TIP will be conducted and judged in accordance with the current VHSA Rule Book and/or TIP Rule Book. The Judge’s decision is final.
Entries
Entries close at 7:00 PM on the Friday prior to each show date. Late entries will be accepted with a $15 late fee if space permits. Management reserves the right to limit entries, and entries may close early. No office fee refunds will be issued for scratches after the entry closing date. Adds and scratches may be accepted at the gate; please confirm with the show office.
Coggins Test
A negative Coggins test dated within one year is required for all horses. Electronic copies may be emailed to shows@wcfstables.com or uploaded via Strider. Hard copies will also be accepted.
Entry Fees
$35.00 per class
Late Entry Fee
$15.00
Schooling
Schooling will be permitted in the show ring from 7:30 AM – 8:30 AM. Additional schooling breaks may be offered at management’s discretion, time permitting.
Responsibilities
Wulf Crest Farm, horse show staff, and volunteers are not responsible for any accident, injury, loss, or damage to any exhibitor, spectator, rider, groom, guest, animal, or equipment. Management reserves the right to decline or accept any entry; return entry fees before or during the show without liability; and to combine, split, cancel, limit classes, or change officials as necessary.
Dogs
All dogs must be leashed while on the show grounds.
Awards
Six ribbons will be awarded per class. Points will be awarded as follows:
• 3–5 exhibitors: 10, 6, 4, 2, 1, 0.5
• 6–9 exhibitors: 11, 7, 5, 3, 2, 1.5
• 10 or more exhibitors: 12, 8, 6, 4, 3, 2.5
Year-end awards will be presented to the High Point rider in each division.


Division Specifications
Poles: Open to horses and ponies. 
Crossrails: Open to horses and ponies. 
Puddle Jumper: Open to horses and ponies. 
Novice Jumper: Open to horses and ponies. Horses and ponies in their first or second year showing 2’6” or higher. Horses and ponies in this division may only cross enter into classes not exceeding 3’. VHSA Rated.
Novice Children’s/Adult Amateur Jumper: Open to horses and ponies ridden by juniors and adult amateurs who are in their first or second year showing 2’6” or higher. Riders may only cross-enter into classes not exceeding 3’.
Low Jumper: Open to horses and ponies. No restrictions on riders. May be combined with TB Jumper. VHSA Rated.
All *TIP only* Thoroughbred Jumper classes: Open to registered Jockey Club Thoroughbreds and those eligible to be registered. TIP rated.
VHSA & TIP Thoroughbred Jumper: Open to registered Jockey Club Thoroughbreds and those eligible to be registered, jumping no lower than 2’6” or higher. VHSA and TIP rated.
Children’s/Adult Amateur Jumper: Open to horses and ponies ridden by juniors and adult amateur riders . VHSA Rated.
Schooling Jumpers: No restrictions on horses/ponies or riders jumping no lower than 3’. VHSA Rated.
Modified Jumpers: No restriction on horses/ponies or riders jumping no lower than 3’6”.  VHSA Rated

Table II, Sect 1 – The first round is decided by adding together jump and time faults. Horses with clear rounds or with an equal amount of faults are placed according to the time it took them to complete the course.
Table II, Sect 2 (b) - The first round must be completed without any faults. The horse and rider combination immediately jump-off without leaving the ring in between courses.
Table II, Sect 2 (c) - This is commonly known as power and speed. The course is split into two sections, first power then speed. If you complete the power part of the course fault free then you advance to the speed section. If you have any faults during the power sections you will be sounded to stop.
